The Mexico Equity and Income Fund, Inc, (MXE) incorporated in Maryland, U.S.A. , is
registered under the U.S. Investment Company Act of 1940, as amended, as a NYSE
closed-end, non diversified management investment company.

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Definitions:

-Basis point (BPS) Refers to a common unit of measure for interest rates and other
percentages in finance.

- MEXBOL Index: The S&P/BMV IPC seeks to measure the performance of the largest
and most liquid stocks listed on the Bolsa Mexicana de Valores. The index is designed to
provide a broad, representative, yet easily replicable index covering the Mexican equities
market. The constituents are weighted by modified market cap subject to diversification
requirements. It is not possible to invest directly in an index.

- Spread: Measure of the value added by the portfolio or investment manager in excess
of a particular benchmark, or index with similar level of risk.

- Active Management: Active management is the use of a human element, such as
a single manager, co-managers or a team of managers, to actively manage a fund’s
portfolio. Active managers rely on anal&(tical research, forecasts, and their own judgment
and experience in making investment decisions on what securities to buy, hold and sell.

- Overweight: Overweight is a situation where an investment portfolio holds an excess
amount of a particular security when compared to the security’s weight in the underlying
benchmark portfolio. Actively managed portfolios will make a security overweight when
doing so allows the portfolio to achieve excess returns.

- Underweight: Underweight refers to one of two situations in regard to trading and
finance. An underweight portfolio does not hold a sufficient amount of a particular
security when compared to the weight of that security held in the underlying benchmark
portfolio. Underweight can also refer to an analyst’s opinion regarding the future
performance of a security in scenarios where it is expected to underperform.
